Students will study fundamentals of vocal production and musical notation.  They will learn basic performance and choreography techniques.  Vocal Rhapsody is a CSCC performance choir which may have an extensive schedule of performances both on campus and in the service area.  A wide variety of music will be studied and performed.

	Throughout the semester, the student should be developing his/her vocal instrument to its highest potential through vocal exercises, group rehearsals and study of voice production fundamentals. As a result of the activities and study in this course:

· The students will use the medium of music to share their knowledge and talent with a variety of audiences.
· This ensemble will function as an ambassador for CSCC by performing in schools and communities in the service area. Students should maintain and display appropriate behavior at all times. 
· The student will develop his/her understanding of musical notation and will demonstrate this by sight-reading and performance. 

· The student will promote a positive atmosphere in rehearsals and in all aspects concerning the ensemble, by being supportive and encouraging of other members, and by avoiding complaining and negative attitudes.  

· The student will develop his/her understanding of musical notation, and will demonstrate this through sight-reading and group performance. 
· The student will learn the stylistic differences between musical genres, and will demonstrate this through performance and in-class discussion. 

· The student will use proper singing posture.
· The student will learn to use solfeggio hand signs and symbols to display melodic movement.
· The student will demonstrate proper use of musical dynamics, and will be asked to define musical terms and symbols throughout the semester.
